Idioms

“Back to the drawing board"
When the project you are working on fails and you have to start again, you go “back to the drawing board”. The drawing board is the place where a designer begins with an idea and builds it into a plan. If your plan is not successful, then you have to “go back to the drawing board” to start again, thinking up a new plan. Example: "How is your science project coming along?" Reply: "It didn't work at all!" Answer: "Well, back to the drawing board." 

"Haste makes waste"
"Haste makes waste" says that when we act too quickly ("haste") we are more likely to make mistakes and end up with poor results ("waste"). Example: "Most spelling mistakes are the result of going too fast and not checking your work; haste makes waste." "Haste makes waste" also says that it is better to do things carefully than to do them quickly and carelessly. Example: "I want you kids to take your time doing your homework tonight; haste makes waste!" 
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
